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Executive Board Meeting

Monday, July 19, 2010

The executive board met on Monday, July 19, 2010, at the NCCA conference in Greensboro.  Twelve members of the board were in attendance.

The first order of business was discussion regarding the 2011 Indoor Track State Championship.  UNC-CH will not provide facilities for the 2011 meet due to construction/renovation.

The executive board voted unanimously to make the following four recommendations to the NCHSAA, keeping in mind that we must put the athletes first in providing them the best venue for competition:

1. Lynchburg, VA at Liberty University

2. Appalachian State University

3. A facility with a portable track rented and trucked in

4. Polar Bear in a warmer area of the state

The board believes strongly that we must keep in the forefront what is best for the student athlete.  We also understand that the competition calendar may need to be adjusted to adapt to availability of sites.

Discussion occurred regarding again having two classifications on the same day for the Outdoor State Championships to be able to complete the championships in one weekend and avoid the extra week when it is impossible for split conferences to find meets.  The two options discussed were:


Combine two classes and alternate events between classes

Run like the Indoor Championships with one class in the morning and the other in the afternoon

Top four at the State Championships will be All-State and receive certificates provided by the Coaches Association.

The executive board voted unanimously to make the following recommendation to the NCHSAA:

Keep the same jewelry rule in effect for track and field that we have followed for a number of years; the first observation of jewelry worn by a competitor shall result in disqualification from that event.

The justification for this recommendation is that in track and field, coaches are often working events and cannot leave to meet with the meet referee.  In addition, with the very real possibility that multiple infractions for a team could occur in different events at almost the same time (I.E. shot, long jump, pole vault, running prelims), how would it then be determined which is the warning infraction and then which would be disqualifications.  Keeping the jewelry rule the same would hold out athletes to a higher standard and prevent what could very well be a logistical nightmare.

Financial report: Current balance:  $1391.80

Due to the length of time required to warm up for pole vault at the Indoor State Meet, the executive board mandates that:

Pole vault competitors will enter and be weighed between 7:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. for a 9:00 a.m. start time.  They would then have between 8:00 and 8:45 to warm up.

Pole vault competitors will enter and be weighed between 2:30 p.m. and 3:00 p.m. for a 4:00 p.m. start time.  They would then have between 3:00 and 3:45 to warm up.

Standards for qualifying for the Indoor State Championship were revised for the 1A, 2A, 3A meet and the 4A meet to be submitted to the NCHSAA.

Outdoor standards will be revised after August 1 when data for the various classification Regionals are submitted to the Executive Director.
